On the 22 of February the ground shook a huge amount.
At 12.51pm the magnitude 6.3 earthquake at a depth of

5km below the surface hit Lyttelton and Christchurch. We

live just over the water from the epicentre so it was very

close and scary.

When | went through the streets of Lyttlelton | was shocked

to see total devastation through the town.

All that was left was a coffee vendor selling hot drinks

under a door way. A small shop sandwiched between the

rubble was open too.

This is all that is left of a rescue workers car.

70 000 people fled Christchurch in a panic to get away.

We were one of these families and it was very hatd to come

back.
